We started the meeting with the drawing tonight, and the winners are:Tom Farkus and Barb Windor.

Directors report: Anne reported that the band lock in for the junior high was successful and appreciated all the volunteers. The bands are preparing for festival and the combined concert with the wind symphony that's coming up. Also, solo ensemble sign-ups will be coming out soon. There's a new face helping out from East Grand Rapids Middle School named Brian ( sorry, I didn't get his last name).

Assistant Treasurer's report: Marie reported that there are some collections going on for late payments and Kim Hanson is handling those. New Business: Suzanne Behrens needs someone to take her place as SCRIP coordinator ASAP so she can get someone trained in the next few months. SCRIP is our biggest fundraiser for the band, and if we don't run it, another group would take it over. The list of responsibilities for that position will be on the web site if interested,  This position can be split up into 3 to make it easier. Regarding the Speedway cards, they are now reloadable.  The SCRIP program also needs people to pick up the checks and get the cards from the local businesses every week and deliver them to Suzanne to be filled.

Bi-law update: We had to vote on the changes of our bi-laws and it passed.

Committee needs for 2012-2013 starting June 1st: here's a list of open positions for next year: SCRIP coordinator, fundraiser chair, hospitality ,picnic games, wearables, event tickets( Jan Visser will do),2 additional couples for the invitational, 1 additional person for feed the band, parent bus coordinator(Lynda Malott and Susan Rood will do). Uniforms:  Barb Windsor and Lisa Kaltrider are taking over for Persaks. The company that gets our bid for the uniforms will come and measure each student when the new uniforms come in. There will be a sale of the old ones as a fundraiser. More information coming in the spring.

Winter guard report: Cindy mentioned an Applebee's pancake breakfast fundraiser that's coming on Feb. 18, and a cookie dough one in March. Also, there's wearable's available.

Misc.: there will be a march-a-thon this year for band depending on scheduling. There isn't a football schedule out yet, but band camps are on the web site.
