 Gembis and Mr. York will be in Sight-Reading with the 7th Grade Band, Mr Z will meet you at the 
 busses)

10:15 Listen to Holland Christian S. Shore MS Band and E. Kentwood Crestwood MS Band. (Mrs. 
 Gembis will meet up with you during this time.) 

11:10 8th Grade will return to the gym area to get instruments. 

11:15 Warm-up begins for 8th Grade. 

11:40 Jenison 8th Grade Band Performs. 

12:05 8th Grade Band will move to the next room where they will perform in Sight-Reading. 

12:30 8th Grade Band will finish Sight-Reading and return to the gym area to pack up instruments. 
 Students who play large instruments should listen for instruction about loading instruments. 

12:35 Students will load busses and attendance is taken.

12:45 Busses Depart. We will be stopping for lunch at a fast-food style restaurant. Your student will need 
  to bring a sack lunch or money for our lunch stop.
